Survey: E-tool for Customised Access to EASA Regulations
The extension of scope of EASA competences towards flight crew licensing (FCL) and air operations (OPS) lead to an increasingly complex structure of our regulations. Especially for smaller organisations it may, therefore, be difficult to find their way through these rules, and to filter those rules that are required for their specific needs.

EASA was made aware of this during several occasions and made a commitment towards stakeholders to investigate and provide a tool for customised access to the rules.

Although this was initiated by stakeholders involved mainly in leisure and private flying, it is EASA’s opinion that if such a tool is being developed it should encompass all aviation regulations in which EASA is involved. 

Purpose

The Agency is looking into possibilities to solve this problem, and may set up a tool for the compilation of rules addressing specific needs of the different users. In order to optimise planning and structure of this tool or e-handbook, we need input from the different stakeholders and users of our regulations.

Structure of the rules
The rule’s structure consists of:

· Implementing Rules (IR),
· Acceptable Means of Compliance (AMC), and
· Guidance Material (GM) and Certification Specifications (CS)
The rules concerning Air Operations apply to operators of:
· Aeroplanes

· Helicopters

· Balloons

· Airships

· Tilt Rotor Aircraft
· Sailplanes

· (as a future extension also Unmanned Aerial Systems (UAS) may be addressed)

The structure of the Air Operations rules is such that it can be divided in:

· Non-commercial operations with non-complex motor-powered aircraft,

· Non-commercial operations with complex motor-powered aircraft,

· Commercial air transportation operations, and

· Commercial operations other than air transportation.

It can be even further argued that operations could be subdivided according to the following:

· Visual Flight Rules (VFR),

· VFR night, and

· Instrument Flight Rules (IFR)
For Flight Crew Licensing (FCL), the rules address:

· Airline Transport Pilot License (ATPL)
· Commercial Pilot License for Aeroplanes (CPL)
· Multi-crew Pilot License (MPL)
· Private Pilot License (PPL)
· Leisure Pilot License (LPL)
· Medical requirements for pilots
The organisations concerned by the rules for FCL are:
· training organisations, and
· aero-medical centers.
In general it could also be said that there are rules for organisations involved in training and commercial operations or non-commercial operations of complex motor-powered aircraft.

Also EASA will have to issue requirements for competent authorities involved in the certification of these organisations and the oversight of all operators involved in air operations. 

Initial planning for the e-Tool
EASA’s initial plan is to set up a tool that can filter the specific rules and their AMC/GM for the above specified criteria of rules. For example, a non-commercial helicopter operator would type in his specifications (helicopter operations, non-commercial, etc.) and the system would compile, in a printer-friendly format, only those regulations that are applicable to his/her particular needs.
